Services/Support Available to Schools

· Sharing of Information: School personnel may inquire as to whether or not a student has been to the JAC, may provide background information on a student, and may receive copies of reports written by JAC staff.

· School Referral Form: Allows school staff to provide written notification when they have advised a family to contact the JAC, including documentation of issues and concerns staff have observed.  Use of the referral form ensures that the school will receive follow-up if the youth does come to the JAC.

· SRO Outlet: School Resource Officers may transport disruptive youth in their custody, with or without legal charges, to the JAC for intervention.

· “Bargaining Chip”: Many schools offer to reduce a student’s suspension based upon the family’s completing an assessment at the JAC and following through on staff recommendations.  Others have sent students for assessment as a requirement for early readmission following expulsion.
· Resources: JAC staff have compiled information on hundreds of metro area agencies and services.  We will gladly share this information with school staff via phone, fax, or email.

· Phone Consultation with JAC Staff:  Staff are available to answer questions, provide resources, or simply brainstorm in response to concerns for students at all levels of risk.  The main line (720.874.3381) is answered from 8:00 am – 9:00 pm, Monday—Friday.
· School Liaison: The JAC employs a full-time School Liaison who acts as the primary contact for school personnel and is available to visit and speak with staff in any school within the 18th Judicial District.  The Liaison coordinates sharing of information between the JAC and school districts, attends various site and district meetings, and participates in community events as requested.
